a. What is Gods expectation of man in the earth?

lll.  Ruling like God in the earth

o The LORD has made the heavens his throne; from there he rules over everything - Psalm 103:16
a. Law of first mention - principle that requires one to go to that portion of the Scriptures where
a doctrine is mentioned for the first time and to study the first occurrence of the same in order
to get the fundamental inherent meaning of that doctrine.
i. Man in the garden - Genesis 2:19
b. Adams first assignment as a newly created being was to speak spiritual law
i. Consequently, one of the first things we have the opportunity to do as born again
believers, is speak spiritual law according to the word of God, and overthrow spiritual
laws of death.

ii. Overthrowing bad laws and kingdoms - Jeremiah 1:9-10; 2 Corinthians 10:4-7

V. The tongue was made to create spiritual laws
o Asarudder is strategically positioned on a boat, to turn it whichever way is desired, so our mouths
are perfectly positioned to direct the course of our lives. (Paraphrase of James 3:4-5)
a. The tongue is so set among our members that it defiles the whole body - James 3:6
i. Ifin its natural state the tongue can destroy our bodies and our lives, then the reverse of
that would be that it can build up our bodies and life.
ii. Proverbs 18:21 - Death and Life are in the power of the tongue
iii. Job 16:1-5 - Friends of Job were ministering death, and Jobs wife
iv. Matthew 12:37 - By your words you will be justified, and by your words you will be
condemned
b. A good life is enjoyed by a tamed tongue.
i. 1 Peter 3:10 - ..Refrain his tongue from evil and lips from deceitful speech.
ii. James 1:19 - My dear brothers and sisters, take note of this: Everyone should be quick to
